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And it would need to be at least around 3300 degrees fahrenheit the entire time as it passes
through the pipes and while it's in the silo, if it cools down below that it becomes solid plugging up
the pipes, which would be especially easy since it isn't in a furnace anymore, and since it's in an
open-to-the-air container like the silo. If it cools down enough in the silo to solidify, it will become
one huge cylinder of iron, making it pretty much worthless until it can be removed, and melted
back down to make smaller rods/chunks/whatever to be transported and sold.
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
