Radio commands are not serverside, they're sent through packets which clients send to the server
and vice versa and they're not "snda" commands, since the original westwood scripts don't have
the "snda" script in them.

You can edit them in Commando Level Edit under the "Global Settings" branch. Under that branch
you can edit the announcements that buildings call when damaged/destroyed.

So, as you see, they're not serverside, they're clientside.
When | type //somesoundthingyhere | hear nothing. It's only in certain servers, therefore it must
be server side.
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
