Your ping could be 1000ms (1 second) but you still receive the data at the
T3 rate even though there is a delay. Thats why some High bandwidth servers lag due to there
network setup going through multiple routers and gateways before reaching the client. This means
that bandwidth is not an indication of latency, the two are not related. It may not be related to this
probel but just something worth knowing. It's basically the same reason you can't play games over
a sattalite connection because the signal is delayed but you still get the fast transfer rates.
