Well duh, most games until Crysis were using engines made a year or more ago, and don't
feature nearly as much new technology as CryEngine2 does. My 7900GT runs BioShock on max
settings, big whoop, as good as the graphics are in bioshock they are nothing compared to Crysis
and other games coming relatively soon.

It doesn't matter if you consider it mid-range or not, it simply just is a mid-range card. It uses a
seperate GPU from the 8800 series designed to target the mid-range market. Just because it gets
high FPS in games released within the last year doesn't make it highend, and certainly doesn't
mean it will continue to achieve the same performance on newer games coming out.
