Why don't you just set
your associations so everything will open in VLC? | prefer Media Player Classic (MPC is not made
by Microsoft so its actually good) over all but keep VLC as a backup.

Replacing the WMP folder with a VLC copy will not work and removing wmp.dll with just fubar
windows. You can use unlocker to try it but you've been warned.
