Going AMD route:
nice fairly new board - 100
XP 2500+ Barton (333) - 90
 
Sticking with Intel on a 478 board:
P4 2.6 (533) - 190

So, you would come out the same with less hassle and a faster processor.  Now, if you have one
of the older 423 P4 boards, the AMD solution would be better.
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
