Within brenbot, there is a file called mapsettings.ini

It is layed out in an xml type manner 
I.E.

  <mines>10</mines>
  <vehicles>8</vehicles>
  <donatelimit>1</donatelimit>
  <rules>Do not base camp in back of enemy base. Do not attack Turrets.</rules>

As you can see, edit that file and you have different limits.

There is also a command that allows you to change vehicle limit within irc or ingame if you have
administrator status.
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
