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It's all about the difference between client-side hit detection and server-side hit detection. A lot of
older games had client-side, and newer games have server-side. There are exceptions.

Server-side hit detection:
+ Excellent way to thwart client cheats

- Hits must be registered with the server; a laggy server = shots are made an X amount of time
after pulling the trigger, depending on the ping.

Client-side hit detection:
+ All shots register instantly
- Client cheats are easy to make, use, and are difficult to get rid of completely.
