The maps are downloaded to the %APPDATA%\Renegade\Client\ttfs directory. Removing the ttfs
directory entirely removes all maps. You can also remove individual maps by copying the
"PackageEditor.exe" utility provided in the server files to your Renegade client directory and using
it from the command line (typically packageeditor remove C&C_...).

Can you check if the same thing happens if you download a file using Internet Explorer?
Renegade uses the Internet Explorer API to download the files.
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
